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Screen Reader Testing
Reading order test
Method
[bookmark: _GoBack]Read the interface page from the top of the page to the bottom using line-by-line navigation (Down Arrow). Repeat test for popovers. When the screen reader goes into forms mode, use the Escape key to get back out of forms mode before proceeding further.
Expectations
The document is read in the natural order of the page: usually left to right and top to bottom. Columns are read leftmost first.
All content is read.
No hidden content is read.
Heading level is announced for each heading.
Number of list items is announced at the beginning of a list.
Tables are announced along with the number of rows and columns.
Form field labels are read once for the label text and again for the form element. (Sometimes)
Active object test
Method
Move from active element to active element using the Tab key. Activate objects to change state or value.
Expectations
The expected accessible name of each object is announced.
The name includes all relevant information, such as whether it is a required field, or the question or statement associated with the group.
The object type is announced (link, edit, button, radio button, checkbox, etc.)
If the object can have a value, that value is announced (content of edit field, selection in drop down, position of slider, etc.) Verify that changing values are read as expected.
If the object can have multiple states, the current state is announced (expanded/collapsed, checked/not checked, etc.) Repeat test for every possible state.
Inactive or disabled controls are not in the tab ring and are not announced during this test.
Table reading test
Method
Navigate to the start of a table. Use table reading commands to read up and down columns (Ctrl+Alt+Up or Down Arrow) and across rows (Ctrl+Alt+Left or Right Arrow) Note: For a grid, the navigation is with only the Arrow keys.
Expectations
When moving across rows, the appropriate column headers are announced.
When moving up and down columns, the appropriate row headers are announced.
The data is announced for each cell.
Error indication test
Method
Force all error states for each possible input error.
Expectations
The error is announced without a need to search for it, either at the beginning of a page reload or at another appropriate time.
The error describes what is wrong and provides enough information so that the user will know what they need to do to fix it.
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
